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WHAT IS CONTEMPORARY MUSIC?  
 
During the first contemporary worship team practice 
this year, I put a question to all the members in 
attendance; What is contemporary music? In the past 
when I've asked this question, I've received answers 
ranging from “music written in the last ten years or 
so” to “anything, if it's done in a contemporary style”. 
It never fails to excite me that people think have such 
a multitude of opinions and ideas about contemporary 
music. 
 
If someone were to ask me that question (although 
barring job interviews for contemporary music 
director positions, people rarely do!), I would say that 
contemporary music is any music that causes an 
individual to be moved. So a hymn written over 100 
years ago can be considered contemporary music in 
my opinion, if the quality of the presentation is such 
that it moves people. So can a song written a couple 
years ago, or in the case of styles of music like jazz, a 
song improvised on the spot.  
That's not necessarily the end of the discussion, 
though. Music can become stagnant with the passage 
of time. A song that at one time inspired you and lifted 
you up may, after hearing it a number of times, 
become boring. A recorded piece of music that you 
couldn't stop listening to when you first found it may 
lose all of it's charm after you've had it on your iPod 
for months. A hymn, or a piece of liturgy, sung in 
church week after week, can lose all meaning. To 
some people, even if the music is presented with life 
and vitality, it does not move them, and thus it's not 
contemporary music.  
 
The problem becomes clear pretty quickly. The 
definition of contemporary music I provided above is 
totally subjective. It's a matter of opinion. Just like 
teenagers all over the world rediscover Beethoven, or 
the Beatles, or Miles Davis every day (and just like my 
aged-rocker father is now amazed at how spiritual 
and moving old hymns are...), there are people 
growing tired of that same music at a rapid pace. That 
is not a problem for commercial artists, because only 
people who enjoy your music will come to see you, 
while people who find it distasteful won't attend. Not 
so for Churches, though. The beauty of church is the 
blend of young and old, lifetime believers and people 
coming to Christ for the first time. With such an 
eclectic mix, it's a wonder any music happens in 
church at all without large portions of the church 
tuning out. 
 
 

 
 
With all of that in mind, I would have to change the 
definition of contemporary music, when it's applied to 
a worship setting. It's impossible to create music that 
is contemporary to everyone under that definition. 
Instead, I would change it to say that contemporary 
worship music is any music that doesn't simply move 
an individual, but creates an environment where a 
gathering of people is moved to a closer relationship 
with Christ, not because of how they feel about the 
music one way or another, but because they are part 
of that experience with everyone else. 
 
This philosophy is closely tied with my personal 
relationship with Christ. I'm a person who, by nature, 
thinks a lot about the past or the future, and very 
rarely the present. However, the feeling I get from 
listening to or playing any contemporary music 
matches the feeling I have heard other people 
describe as a “Christ high”. Other people get it from 
prayer, or physical exercise, or any number of things. I 
find it in contemporary music, music that is 
happening right now. In those moments, I'm not 
thinking about things that need to be accomplished in 
the future, or gazing on the past through rose 
coloured glasses. In those moments, playing music or 
singing along or just listening, I'm in the present, full 
of the joy of existence. 
 
And if that's not of Christ, I don't know what is.

What is a faith statement?
